Kit List

The following items are suggested for your child to be warm and comfortable throughout their time away:

Sleeping bag or covered duvet.

Single sheet

Pillowcase (a non - allergy pillow is provided).
Wellington boots and some long socks.

A waterproof coat— please ensure it is warm and waterproof!!
Trainers for outdoors (old ones are best) and slippers for indoors.
e 3-4 pairs of old trousers or joggers (not jeans)

e Sufficient changes of underwear, socks etc.

e A warm jumper/hoodie.

e Four t-shirts

e At least one long-sleeved top (required for the treetop adventures)
e A good-sized towel.

e A small rucksack or day-bag for excursions.

e A home addressed envelope or post-card and stamp.

e Atorch for the Stone Farm Bale Maze!!!

e Adisposable camera (brought at owner’s risk).

e A woolly hat/gloves/scarf depending on the weather at the time.
e A wash-bag with soap, toothpaste etc.

e A disco/party outfit

e £10 spending money to visit the gift shop at the Zoo.
