Agreement for pupils’ use of mobile phones for Year 6 children only

Children brought to and collected from school do not need to bring their mobile phone to school.

Pupils who bring a mobile phone to school must switch off the device when they enter the school grounds.  This includes the playground and the waiting areas outside the school gates. 

All mobile phones must be placed in the mobile phone box in the classroom which is held securely in the school office during lesson times. 

Mobile phones should not be used to photograph or film any other pupil or member of staff on the school site at any time.

Mobile phones should be collected by pupils at the end of the school day and must not be switched on until the pupil exits the school building and can use their phone for calls/text purposes only.

If a pupil needs to contact his or her parents or carers, they can go to the front office where staff will contact their parents. Parents are advised not to contact their child via their mobile phone during the school day, but to contact the school office. 

Mobile phones brought in to school are the responsibility of the device owner. The school accepts no responsibility for the loss, theft or damage of mobile phones that have not been handed into the school office.

If a pupil breaches the school policy, then the mobile phone will be confiscated and will be held in a secure place in the school office. Parents will be notified that day and the device will only be released to parents or carers at the end of the school day. (Schools are permitted to confiscate phones from pupils under sections 91 and 94 of the Education and Inspections Act 2006)

If an incident is deemed illegal or inappropriate, then the school has a duty to inform the Local Area Designated Officer for safeguarding (LADO) and may refer the incident to the police.

In line with the DfE guidance on searching, screening and confiscation, school staff have the power to search pupils’ phones if we have reason to believe the phone contains pornographic images, or if it is being/has been used to commit an offence or cause personal injury.
