We are writing to inform you about an upcoming trip to Hampton Court Palace, which will take place on Friday 
6th February 2026.  
 
Hampton Court Palace is the magnificent former home of King Henry VIII. This trip offers a unique opportunity for 
children to step back in time and experience Tudor history in a real-life setting. During the visit, pupils will explore 
the palace rooms, learn about Henry VIII’s reign, and discover what life was like in Tudor times. They will take part in 
interactive workshops and see historical artefacts that bring their classroom learning to life. This immersive 
experience will deepen their understanding of Tudor society, monarchy, and daily life, while also supporting their 
learning in English, art, and drama through storytelling and creative activities. We believe this trip will be both 
educational and inspiring, helping children to connect with history in a memorable and meaningful way.  
 
We will be departing school promptly at 9.00am, so all children need to arrive at school at 8.35am when the gates 
open, to ensure we have time to register and get the students ready to leave. We aim to be back at school 3.30-
3.45pm. If we are delayed, we will be in communication with the school office who will provide you with updates. 
Please drop your child off at the classroom as normal; we may not be able to wait for late-comers as we have 
booked workshops at Hampton Court, that we will miss if we are late.
